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CURRENT AFFAIRS -- If we could conjure a New Year miracle, | would definitely ask for a new kind
of phone--one without robocalls and their ever changing crop of scams!! "lower credit card
interest rate? Mortgage relief? "Free" vacations, medical supplies, or home alarms? Changes in
your health benefits or bank account? These are bait in current top robocalls rip-offs, but new
schemes constantly evolve, all seeking your personal or financial information. The fact is, certain
kinds of robocalls are legal and useful. Airlines can call about flight information (which there have
been thousands of this winter), schools can phone with messages, many of our towns have instant
messaging especially involving weather related information.

Flat out commercial pitches are illegal unless you have given permission in writing When these
calls come in, your caller ID usually displays "spoofed" numbers--outright fakes or those stolen
from legitimate organizations or citizens--or they just say "unknown." You can get the same rip off
recording from a number of different numbers. Telemarketing scripts are shared as well. Many of
these calls come from sequenced numbers programmed into their computerized systems. The
scammers do not know whether numbers are real or not in many cases. Don't help them harass
you!l If you pick up the phone, NEVER "press any key" to opt out or to be transferred to someone.
This lets them know your number is working and makes it ripe for future calls! Just hang up.

You can block robocalls thru your phone provider, but it can be expensive as the numbers

displayed on your caller ID change frequently. Learn about a promising free alternative at
nomorobo.com You can also file complaints. Although most caller ID displayed numbers are

spoofed, report them to ftc.gov/complaint or call 888-382-1222 toll free

A Brief History of theAmerican Red Cross
As one of the nation’s premier humanitarian organizations, the American Red Cross is dedicated to
helping people in need throughout the United States and, in association with other Red Cross
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networks, throughout the world. We depend on the many generous contributions of time, blood,
and money from the American public to support our lifesaving services and programs.

Clara Barton and a circle of her acquaintances founded the American Red Cross in Washington,
D.C. on May 21, 1881. Barton first heard of the Swiss-inspired global Red Cross network while
visiting Europe following the Civil War. Returning home, she campaigned for an American Red
Cross and for ratification of the Geneva Convention protecting the war-injured, which the United
States ratified in 1882.

Barton led the Red Cross for 23 years, during which time we conducted our first domestic and
overseas disaster relief efforts, aided the United States military during the Spanish-American War,
and campaigned successfully for the inclusion of peacetime relief work as part of the global Red
Cross network—the so-called “American Amendment” that initially met with some resistance in
Europe.

The Red Cross received our first congressional charter in 1900 and a second in 1905, the year after
Barton resigned from the organization. The most recent version of the charter, which was adopted
in May 2007, restates the traditional purposes of the organization which include giving relief to
and serving as a medium of communication between members of the American armed forces and
their families and providing national and international disaster relief and mitigation.

Prior to the First World War, the Red Cross introduced its first aid, water safety, and public health
nursing programs. With the outbreak of war, the organization experienced phenomenal growth.
The number of local chapters jumped from 107 in 1914 to 3,864 in 1918 and membership grew
from 17,000 to over 20 million adult and 11 million Junior Red Cross members. The public
contributed $400 million in funds and material to support Red Cross programs, including those for
American and Allied forces and civilian refugees. The Red Cross staffed hospitals and ambulance
companies and recruited 20,000 registered nurses to serve the military. Additional Red Cross
nurses came forward to combat the worldwide influenza epidemic of 1918.

After the war, the Red Cross focused on service to veterans and enhanced our programs in safety
training, accident prevention, home care for the sick, and nutrition education. We also provided
relief for victims of such major disasters as the Mississippi River floods in 1927 and severe drought
and the Depression during the 1930s.

The Second World War called upon the Red Cross to provide extensive services once again to the
U.S. military, Allies, and civilian war victims. We enrolled more than 104,000 nurses for military
service, prepared 27 million packages for American and Allied prisoners of war, and shipped over
300,000 tons of supplies overseas. At the military’s request, the Red Cross also initiated a national
blood program that collected 13.3 million pints of blood for use by the armed forces.

After World War I, the Red Cross introduced the first nationwide civilian blood program that now
supplies more than 40 percent of the blood and blood products in this country. During the 1990s,
we engineered a massive modernization of our blood services operations to improve the safety of
our blood products. We continued to provide services to members of the armed forces and their
families, including during the Korean, Vietnam, and Gulf wars. The Red Cross also expanded our
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services into such fields as civil defense, CPR/AED training, HIV/AIDS education, and the provision

of emotional care and support in the wake of disasters. Since 2006, the Red Cross and FEMA have

worked together helping government agencies and community organizations plan, coordinate and
provide feeding, sheltering and family reunification services for people affected by disasters.

Today, the supporters, volunteers and employees of the American Red Cross provide
compassionate care in five critical areas:

People affected by disasters in America

Support for members of the military and their families

Blood collection, processing and distribution

Health and safety education and training

Ingredients

Garlicky Potato Topping:

4 large russet potatoes, peeled and quartered
10 whole garlic cloves, peeled

1/2 cup sour cream

1/4 to 1/2 cup beef broth

4 tablespoons butter, softened

1/2 teaspoon salt

1/2 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper
Nonstick cooking spray

Filling:

4 slices bacon, cut into thin strips

1 tablespoon vegetable oll

2 medium onions, chopped

1/2 teaspoon salt, plus 1/2 teaspoon

2 to 3 medium carrots, roughly chopped, (about 1 cup)
3/4 cups frozen peas, thawed

2 garlic cloves, minced

2 tablespoons chopped fresh parsley leaves

Directions

Prepare potato topping: In a large saucepan add the potatoes and garlic and cover with
cold water. Bring to a boil over medium heat and cook, uncovered, until the potatoes are
fork-tender, about 15 to 20 minutes. Drain. Transfer the potatoes and garlic to a large bowl.
Add the sour cream, 1/4 cup of the broth, butter, salt and pepper, and beat on low speed
with a hand mixer until the potatoes are light and fluffy, about 1 to 2 minutes. If the mixture
is too dry, add the remaining 1/4 cup broth. Do not over mix (I made the mistake of using
my immersion blender and made glue instead of nice, fluffy mashed potatoes). Cover and
set aside.

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F. Spray a 10-inch round baking dish with nonstick spray.

Prepare filling: Heat a large skillet over medium heat. Add the bacon and cook, stirring
occasionally until browned and almost crisp, about 7 to 8 minutes. With a slotted spoon,
transfer the bacon to a plate; set aside.

Add the oil to the drippings in the skillet and put over medium heat. Add the onions and 1/2
teaspoon of salt, and cook, stirring occasionally, until the onions are very soft and just
beginning to brown, about 10 minutes. Sprinkle in the sugar, and cook, stirring
occasionally, until the onions begin to caramelize, about 3 minutes. Stir in the beef and
cook, stirring occasionally, over medium-high heat, until the beef begins to brown, about 7
minutes. Add the carrots, peas, and garlic and cook, stirring, until the vegetables begin to
soften, about 5 minutes. Stir in the tomato paste and flour and cook, stirring, until well
blended, about 2 minutes. Add the beer, bring to a boil and boil for 3 minutes. Cook,
stirring with a wooden spoon, and scraping up the browned bits from the bottom of the pan,
about 2 minutes Add the cooked bacon, the broth, rosemary, 1/2 teaspoon of salt, and the
pepper, and bring to a boil. Reduce the heat and simmer, uncovered, until the sauce
thickens, about 15 minutes.

Spoon the meat mixture into the prepared baking dish. Spread the potato topping evenly
over the beef mixture. Bake until the filling is hot, the topping is lightly browned and the
edges are bubbly, about 35 minutes. Remove from the oven and sprinkle with the cheese.
Return to the oven and bake for 10 more minutes. Let rest out of the oven for 10 minutes
before serving. Sprinkle with parsley and serve.
