Through your work, what is one important thing that you have learned?ave learned that in order for
nonprofits to successfully achieve their missions, they need to collaborate with all sectors including other
nonprofits, corporations, governments, civic groups, churches, schools, and individuals. As the number of
nonprofits grows so does the competition for funding becomes, and collaboration becomes even more

important.
